Preamble
This contract concludes on the result of the above-threshold public procurement procedure pursuant to Act 134/2016 Coll., public procurement act (hereinafter referred to as “PPA”) to the public procurement for the supply under the name of “Photoemission System for Investigation the Surface Electronic Structure of Quantum Materials at the Atomic Level”.
The Seller hereby confirms that it has understood, fully and completely, the scope and nature of the supply of the subject of the public procurement cited above, that it knows any and all technical, quality and other conditions, and that it has at its disposal the capacity and expert knowledge necessary for the performance.
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I. 
1) The Seller hereby undertakes to supply the Buyer, under the terms construed by this contract, with a photoemission system for investigation of the surface electronic structure of quantum materials at the atomic level (hereinafter referred to as “subject of purchase” or “Equipment”). The supply of the photoemission system for investigation of the surface electronic structure of quantum materials at the atomic level is specified in further detail by Annex 2 (Supplier’s tender) to this contract and conforms to the technical specification provided in Annex 1 to this contract. 
2) The subject of purchase shall be new, fully functional, and conforming to the conditions of the technical specification.
3) The subject of purchase shall be supplied in the agreed upon quantity. i.e. one (1), quality, version, place and time.
4) The subject of purchase shall be free of any legal or factual defects that might prevent the full use of the subject of purchase.
5) The Seller undertakes to meet other relevant obligations as per this contract, and to transfer the title of ownership of the subject of purchase to the Buyer. 
6) Should specific software be required for the operation of the subject of purchase, such controlling software with a permanent licence shall be an integral component of the subject of purchase. 
7) Further integral parts of the Seller’s performance as per this contract include:
a) delivery of the subject of purchase to the place of performance, including the unloading and full installation at the location specified by the Buyer;
b) prior to installation, the Seller shall conduct an inspection of the place of installation with a vibration study of the location and its vicinity to ensure full insulation from vibration; the system shall be fitted with corresponding dampers;
c) the preparation of technical drawings for the installation of required tie-ins as per the technical documentation (e.g., inout and output of cooling water, connections of technical gases, power and Ethernet connections, etc.);
d) collaboration by the Seller during the testing procedure of the Equipment so that the Buyer can verify the required technical parameters and full operation of the Equipment at the Seller’s premises, i.e. a Factory Acceptance Test’ 
e) practical demonstration of meeting the Buyer’s requirements at the Seller’s premises shall be conducted using suitable samples, e.g., Cu (111), Ag/Si, Ag (poly) or similarly suitable samples which shall be agreed upon and approved prior to the testing procedure per se. Using suitable samples/samples will be used for the measurement in Real Space Imaging (lateral resolution), for Space Imaging (space resolution) and other relevant values related to sample characterisation using a photoemission microscope (PEEM). Other items to be demonstrated are the overall functionality of the vacuum equipment, functionality of all required detectors, handlers, lamps, electron source, and the required functionality of the software. The assumed period of the testing procedure at the Buyer’s premises is three (3) business days; a representative of the Customer shall be present throughout the entire testing procedure;
f) verification of the technical parameters and functionality of the Equipment at the place of acceptance (“on-site acceptance test”) within the testing procedure which shall be part of the handover of the Equipment to the Customer. The results of the testing procedure of the Equipment at the place of acceptance shall be no less than identical to the results conducted by a representative of the Customer at the Manufacturer’s premises. Practical demonstration of meeting the Buyer’s requirements at the place of delivery shall be conducted using suitable samples, e.g., Cu (111), Ag/Si, Ag (poly) or similarly suitable samples which shall be agreed upon and approved prior to the testing procedure per se. Using suitable samples/samples will be used for the measurement in Real Space Imaging (lateral resolution), for Space Imaging (space resolution) and other relevant values related to sample characterisation using a photoemission microscope (PEEM). Other items to be demonstrated are the overall functionality of the vacuum equipment, functionality of all required detectors, handlers, lamps, electron source, and the required functionality of the software;
g) Operator training at the place of acceptance directly on the delivered equipment, in the extent of no less than twenty (20) hours for three (3) persons; the training shall include operation of the equipment, all system components and the controlling software in full;
h) Presentation of the list of all items delivered, for the purpose of control;
i) Delivery of the technical description of the Equipment and all its individual components given in the technical specification in the English or Czech language, in a digital form
j) delivery of a backup copy of the installed software using a suitable electronic data storage device;
k) delivery the user handbook in the Czech or English language in the digital form, the operation and maintenance manual with the definition of required service intervals and tasks, the wiring diagrams, CE certificates, and safety instructions;
l) technical and e-mail support in the Czech or English language throughout the warranty period as well as after the warranty period as per Article 5.7 of this Contract; servicing free of charge and regular service inspections in the extent specified by the manufacturer of the Equipment at the place of acceptance - this includes warranty repairs, supply of spare parts, transportation and work of a servicing technician;
m) preparation of technical documentation and specification of the vacuum components so as to allow for mutual (i.e., bi-directional) transfer of samples with the SARPES system at the NTC laboratories. The documentation shall include a list of recommended vacuum components required for an operational, bi-directional transfer.
8) The Buyer undertakes to accept the subject of purchase delivered free of defects, and to pay the Seller the price given by this contract and under the terms specified herein.
9) Reserved change of obligation to the subject of performance:
The Buyer hereby reserves the change of obligation in case, throughout the term of this contract, partial components cease to be manufactured for the subject of performance originally covered by this contract or the subject of performance originally covered by this contract cease to be manufactured entirely. In that case the Seller is permitted, pending prior approval by the Buyer (given via e-mail), to supply different equipment at the same or higher level of quality which meets the minimum technical requirements made by the Buyer as well as the technical parameters set forth by Annex 1 to this contract, at the same (original) purchase price (hereinafter referred to as “Compensatory Performance”). In such case, the Seller has the obligation to immediately notify the Buyer and to present relevant documents (especially a technical description of Compensatory Performance) attesting to the meeting of the obligations as per the clause above; the notification shall be made via e-mail at the contact e-mail address. The Buyer shall, within ten (10) business days, assess whether the Compensatory Performance meets the technical parameters and grant the Seller the approval to supply the Compensatory Performance or to provide reasons why the suggested Compensatory Performance does not meet the technical parameters and may not thus be supplied; the communication shall be made via e-mail at the Seller’s contact e-mail address. 

II. 
Time and place of performance
1) The Seller warrants that it shall duly supply the Subject of performance to the Buyer at the place of performance, which is University of West Bohemia, New Technologies Research Centre (NTC), Teslova 9a, Building G, Pilsen, within 12 weeks from the validity of this contract. The Buyer has the obligation to notify the Customer of the date of delivery and installation of the Equipment at the Buyer’s premises no less than fifteen (15) business days in advance. The room for installation of the subject of purchase is located on the ground floor, with access free of stairs and other obstacles.
2) The subject of purchase shall be handed over by the Seller and accepted by the Buyer on the grounds of a hand-over certificate made in writing, signed by both parties, and bearing the date. The Buyer shall not have the obligation to accept any subject of purchase which presents any defect and/or unfinished work or if the obligations stipulated in Article I of this contract have not been satisfied. 
3) In the event of delay on the party of the Seller at the delivery of the subject of purchase, including its commissioning, the Buyer shall be entitled to demand that the Seller pay a contractual fine at the rate of 0.05% of the purchase price of the subject of purchase less VAT per each commencing day of delay. This shall not affect the Buyer’s title to compensation for damage nor the amount by which that damage would exceed the amount of the contractual fine.
4) Reserved change of obligation to the time of performance (delivery): The Buyer hereby reserves the right to extend the term of delivery and the time of performance as per Article II (1) of this Contract for reasons of force majeure (e.g., natural disasters, war terrorism, epidemic, pandemic, revolution, extension of transportation time due to alteration of international shipping routes), circumstances brought about by SARS-CoV-2 or other unforeseen circumstances that have come to existence without fault by any of the contracting parties and have temporarily prevented one of the parties to meet the terms of this contract. In such case, solely after a written notification by the Seller based on demonstrable circumstances has been delivered via the E-ZAK electronic tool, and with an approval by the Buyer delivered via E-ZAK or via e-mail at the contact e-mail address of the Seller, the term of delivery shall automatically extend by no more than the number of days in which the subject performance of the contract could not have been realised for the reasons cited above.

III. 
Price and payment terms

A: [SUPPLIERS FROM THE CZECH REPUBLIC ONLY ] The Customer hereby undertakes to pay the Manufacturer for the Work the agreed price at the amount of CZK [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] less VAT (in words: [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] Czech crowns), the VAT is [FILLED BY SUPPLIER]%, the price for Work including VAT is CZK [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] (in words: [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] Czech crowns).
B: [SUPPLIERS FROM OUTSIDE THE CZECH REPUBLIC ONLY ] The Customer hereby undertakes to pay the Manufacturer for the Work the agreed price at the amount of CZK [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] less VAT (in words: [FILLED BY SUPPLIER] Czech crowns), the amount of VAT shall be determined and paid by the Customer at the current rate.
2) This price is set as the highest permissible, maximum and insurmountable, including any and all fees and other costs related to the performance of the subject of the contract (e.g., shipping, storage, approval proceedings, performance of required tests, provision of the declaration of conformity, certificates and test reports, transfer of title, insurance, etc.). The Seller may not charge any other fees in connection to the performance of the subject of this contract. 
3) The purchase price for the subject of performance as set forth in Article I of this contract shall be paid by the Buyer in four (4) stages: 
a) Stage One: 10% of the purchase price shall be paid within ten (10) days from the delivery of an original document attesting to the payment of a bank guarantee as per Article VII at an amount which corresponds to this portion of the payment of the purchase price (10%). 
b) Stage Two: 40% of the purchase price shall be paid upon the delivery of technical drawings with a detailed description of the technical design of the system with specifications corresponding to the technical requirements as per Annex 1 and Annex 2 to this contract, as well as a visualisation of the equipment and after presentation of the original document attesting to the payment of a bank guarantee as per Article VII at an amount which corresponds to this portion of the payment of the purchase price (40%). 
c) Stage Three: 40 % of the purchase price shall be paid upon due handover and acceptance of the subject of purchase, free of defect and unfinished parts, and upon signing the hand-over certificate by appointed representatives of the contracting parties as per Article II (2) of this contract.
d) Stage Four: 10% of the purchase price shall be paid after the training has taken place. 
4) The purchase price shall be paid in Czech currency (Czech koruna, CZK) against a tax document (hereinafter referred to as “invoice”) the annexes to which shall be copies of the hand-over certificates from the corresponding stage of delivery as per Article II (2) of this contract, attesting the due delivery of the subject of purchase (or its part).
5) The maturity period for invoices is hereby construed to be thirty (30) days from their demonstrable delivery to the Buyer. 
6) The invoices shall contain all elements of a proper accounting and tax document, as stipulated in applicable legal regulations, including without limitation Act 235/2004 Coll. on value added tax, as amended, as well as any elements as per this contract. The invoice shall also contain the project name: “Quantum materials for applications in sustainable technologies”  and the project registration number: CZ.02.01.01/00/22_008/0004572. If the invoice lacks the required elements, the Buyer is entitled to return it within the maturity period to the Seller for completion without being in arrears. The maturity period shall begin running anew once the duly completed or corrected invoice is delivered to the Buyer. Attached to the invoice shall be a copy of the handover and acceptance certificate signed by both Contracting Parties.
7) The purchase price shall be paid by the Buyer at the Seller’s bank account indicated in the preamble to this contract. The obligation to pay the purchase price shall be met by the Buyer once the entire purchase price has been received at the Buyer’s bank account.
8) In the event of delay on the party of the Buyer with the payment of the invoice, the Seller shall be entitled to claim only interest on default at the rate of 0.05 % of the amount owed per each commencing day of delay on the payment of the invoice. 

IV. 
Transfer of ownership title
1) The ownership title to the subject of purchase shall be transferred to the Buyer on the day of signature of the final hand-over certificate by appointed representatives of the Contracting Parties, confirming the due delivery, commissioning of the subject of purchase in its entirety, as well as the realisation of the operator training. The liability for damage on the subject of performance shall be transferred to the Buyer at the same moment.
V. 
Warranty
1) The Seller shall present the Buyer with warranty to the entire subject of purchase as per this contract for a term of twelve (12) months from the date of handover of the subject of purchase in its entirety.
2) [bookmark: _Ref275512114]The warranty period shall commence on the date of due handover and acceptance of the subject of purchase, including  the training, from the Seller based on the signature of the final hand-over certificate by appointed representatives of the Contracting Parties.
3) The Buyer is entitled to notifying the Seller of warranty defects as well as of defects existing in the subject of purchase at the time of its handover, and to exercising the rights related to such defects throughout the warranty period regardless of when the Buyer has identified the defect and whether said defect should or could have been identified by the Buyer under due care. If the Buyer notifies the Seller of a defect within the duration of the warranty period, i.e., no later than on the last day of the warranty period, said defect shall be considered as reported in due time. 
4) The Seller hereby undertakes to receive notifications on warranty defects via telephone at the number FILLED BY SUPPLIER] or e-mail at FILLED BY SUPPLIER], on business days from 0800 to 1700 hours, Central European Time.
5) The Seller shall execute any warranty repairs free of charge and without undue delay, in consideration of the subject of purchase. The Seller hereby undertakes to respond, on business days (i.e., register a claim reported by the Buyer), immediately after delivery of the notification of defect. If delivered outside business days, a notification of defect shall be registered the next immediate business day. The Seller hereby undertakes to arrive for the removal of the defect within 72 hours from the notification and to remove that defect, free of charge, no later than fifteen (15) calendar days from the notification from the Buyer, unless expressly agreed otherwise in writing.
6) The Contracting Parties shall draw a certificate on the removal of the defect in which appointed representatives of the Contracting Parties confirm the removal of the defect. The warranty period shall extend by the time elapsed from notification of any warranty defect to the removal of that defect.
7) The Seller shall furthermore supply the Buyer, for the duration of the warranty period, with additional performance, as per Article I(7)(e) of this contract (servicing). The term for the performance above shall be agreed in advance in writing by representatives of both Contracting Parties. Unless the term for the performance has been agreed by the Contracting Parties within ten (10) days from the delivery of the Buyer’s notification to the Seller, the term shall be appointed by the Buyer.
8) Should the term for the warranty repair agreed as per above (or established otherwise) expire without removal of the defect, the Buyer shall be entitled to require the Seller to pay a contractual fine at the rate of CZK 1,000.00 per each commencing day of delay; this shall not affect the Buyer’s right for compensation for damage. 
9) The Seller shall provide the Buyer, free of charge, with consultancy and technical support related to the Equipment throughout the warranty period. Furthermore, the Seller undertakes to provide the Buyer with consultancy and technical support related to the subject of purchase also after the warranty period has expired until the end of the period of the project from which the subject of purchase is being funded (i.e., until 30 June 2028), as well as throughout the sustainability period as governed by the rules of the OP JAK for a period of 5 years, i.e., until 30 June 2033). Consultancy and/or technical support related to the subject of purchase shall be conducted via telephone or e-mail using the addresses of the contact persons nominated in Article VI of this Contact; the Seller has the obligation to provide its relevant response within two (2) business days. The Contracting Parties have the obligation to notify the other Contracting Party of any change or update in the contact persons no later than seven (7) days from the change or the necessary update. 



VI. 
Communication between the Contracting Parties
1) Any and all communication or other documents or actions of the Contracting Parties shall be addressed, in the Czech language, to the representatives of the Contracting Parties as per below:

However, the representatives indicated above do not bear any rights to signing any addendum to this contract. 
2) 	For the reasons stipulated at Article V (9), the Contracting Parties warrant to maintain the list of the contact persons updated. The Contracting Parties have agreed that a change in the contact persons shall not require the dressing up of an annex to the contract; in such situations, a simple notification made in writing to the other party shall suffice. 

VII. 
Bank Guarantee

1) The Seller has the obligation to provide, at its own cost, and submit to the Buyer an irrevocable, unconditional bank guarantee towards the performance of the Seller’s obligations as per this contract. The guarantee shall be issued by a bank operating under a banking licence valid in the European Economic Area and/or OECD countries, as follows: 
Bank guarantee to secure the Buyer’s claim for return of the funds in the full paid part of the purchase price consisting of the payment of the deposit/payment as per Article III (3) (a) and of the deposit/payment as per Article III (3) (b) in case the Seller fails to meet its obligations for due performance / supply of the subject of the contract;
2) Bank guarantee as per item 1 corresponding to (or exceeding) the required deposits for the purchase price shall be presented no later than at the time of submission of the request for the payment of deposit as per Article III (3) (a) and subsequently also as per Article III (3) (b) of the contract. 
3) Bank guarantee shall be payable upon request made by the Buyer in which the Buyer shall present cause for using the bank guarantee as per this contract.

VIII. 
Other Provisions
1) In terms of contractual sanctions (contractual fines), the obligated party shall pay such sanctions to the injured party within thirty (30) calendar days from the receipt of corresponding document from the other party.
2) The payment of contractual sanctions as per this contract shall not affect a contracting party’s right for compensation for material and/or immaterial damage arising through a breach of obligation by the other party; the above shall also apply when the compensation for damage is higher than the contractual fine.
3) The Buyer is entitled to set off their mature and immature receivables arising from claims for payment of contractual penalties or claims for compensation for damage against any mature or immature receivable of the Seller. The Seller is not entitled to set off its accounts receivable against the Buyer as per this contract, or to encumber such accounts with a lien or to pass them on to any third party, without prior express approval by the Buyer.
4) The Seller hereby understands that, as an obligated person as per the stipulations of Section 2 (e), Act 320/2001 Coll., on financial control in public administration, it has the obligation to offer cooperation during the execution of financial control. 
5) The Contracting Parties hereby expressly state that, as of the date of conclusion of this contract, they have informed one another on all factual and legal circumstances that were known or had to be known to them in relation to the conclusion of this contract and to the fulfilment of its purpose.
6) The Buyer hereby informs and the Seller hereby understands that the subject of performance shall be paid from dedicated funds provided from the budget of the European Union for the realisation of the approved project (hereinafter referred to as “Subsidy”). The Buyer has the obligation to provide that no persons who are in a conflict of interest or subject to international sanctions as stipulated by Act 69/2006 Coll., on international sanctions, or subject to any other limitations presented by the issuer of the Subsidy shall receive any part of the Subsidy and that no such persons become the end receiver of any part of the Subsidy.
7) The Seller undertakes to provide that in the meantime between the signing of this contract and the performance of its subject matter, the position of the Seller’s beneficial owner as per Act 37/2001 Coll., on the register of beneficial owners, including the position of the beneficial owner of any of the Seller’s potential subcontractors, shall not be held by any person who:
a) is subject to international sanctions as per Act 69/2006 Coll.;
b) is in conflict of interest as per Section 2 (1) (c), Act 159/2006 Coll., on conflict of interest
c) is a tax resident in a “non-cooperating jurisdiction” as defined at https://www.consilium.europa.eu/cs/policies/eu-list-of-non-cooperative-jurisdictions/.
8) [bookmark: _Hlk147326449]The Seller, furthermore, understands that, as per Section 2 (e), Act 320/2001 Coll., on financial control in public administration, it is a person obligated to offer cooperation in the execution of financial control, i.e., to present the financial administration bodies with documents pertaining to the subject of performance offered to the Buyer under this contract, to the extent necessary for the verification of the specific operation by the controlling body. The Seller hereby warrants that it shall form identical obligations to its subcontractors, i.e., impose on them identical obligation to cooperate in the performance of financial control.
9) The Seller has the obligation to archive any and all documents related to the subject of performance, including accounting documents, for a period of no less than ten (10) years from the complete performance of this contract, unless a longer archiving period is stipulated by legislation.
10) The Seller has the obligation to provide cooperation with the performance of financial control as per Act 255/2012 Coll., on financial control (control act) and Act 320/2001 Coll., on financial control in public administration, for a period not shorter than the period for which the Seller has the obligation to archive documents ensuing from this contract. Furthermore, the Seller has the obligation to provide information and documents pertaining to the performance of this contract to the employees and/or agents of authorised bodies (the issuer of the subsidy or its administrative body, the Ministry of Finance of the Czech Republic, the European Commission, the European Court of Auditors, the Supreme Control Office of the Czech Republic, relevant body of the Finance Administration of the Czech Republic, or any appointed governmental body). The Seller has the obligation to establish conditions in which the above mentioned bodies can perform control related to the performance of this contract and to provide cooperation in such control.
11) The Seller hereby undertakes to compensate any damage (also referring to reduction of subsidy or denial to offer Subsidy) incurred by the Buyer as result of the Seller’s breach of obligations as per items 6 through 10 of this article of the contract.
12) The Buyer is entitled to withdrawal from this contract should the Supplier breach any of its obligations as per items 6 through 10 of this article of the contract. 

IX. 
Termination of contract
1) This contract may be terminated by written agreement of the Contracting Parties and/or by withdrawal for reasons stipulated by this contract or by legislation.
2) A contracting party may withdraw from this contract upon serious breach of contractual obligations by the other contracting party. Especially the following shall be considered serious breach of contractual obligations:
a) On the part of the Buyer: non-payment of the purchase price as per this contract for a period exceeding thirty (30) days from the maturity of corresponding invoice, 
b) On the part of the Seller: should the subject of purchase (or any of its parts) fail to be duly delivered and commissioned within the agreed time limit, 
c) On the part of the Seller: should the subject of purchase fail to feature the properties declared by the Seller in this contract or ensuing from this contract,
d) On the part of the Seller: should the Seller be in arrears with removal of defects as per Article V of this contract,
e) On the part of the Seller: should it breach its obligations as per Article VIII (7) of this contract.
3) The Buyer is furthermore entitled to withdrawal from this contract if:
a) The Seller should notify the Buyer that it is no longer able to fulfil its obligations from this contract;
b) The relevant court makes a final ruling that the Seller is in bankruptcy, or its bankruptcy is imminent (i.e., has ruled that the Seller has become bankrupt or its bankruptcy is imminent), or bankruptcy of the Seller has been declared or reorganisation has been approved;
c) a petition has been filed to dissolve the Seller pursuant to Act 90/2012, on trading corporations, or liquidation proceedings of the Seller has commenced pursuant to relevant legislation.
4) Withdrawal from this contract shall be made out in writing and delivered to the other Contracting Party at the address indicated at the heading of this contract or at its databox.
5) The effects of withdrawal from this contract shall come to force on the day the written notice of withdrawal has been delivered to the other Contracting Party.
6) In the event of withdrawal from this contract, the Contracting Parties have the obligation to settle their mutual obligations and payables pursuant to the legislation and/or this contract within thirty (30) days from the withdrawal coming to force or within an agreed upon time limit.
7) In the event of the Buyer withdrawing from this contract for reasons of major breach of contractual obligations, the Seller shall have the obligation to pay the Buyer any potential loss, material as well as immaterial.

IX. 
Final provisions
1) The stipulations of this contract may be extended, altered or cancelled solely by the means of written amendments, numbered in an incremental series, bearing the date and signed by appointed representatives of the Contracting Parties, upon motion to do so by any of the Parties.
2) Any relations not expressly addressed in this contract, including compensation for damage, shall be governed by relevant stipulations of Act 89/2012 Coll., civil code, as amended.
3) Should any of the stipulations of this contract found to be or become invalid, all other stipulations remain valid. The Contracting Parties hereby undertake to replace any invalid stipulation of this contract with a different, valid stipulation of which the content and purpose shall best correspond to the content and purpose of the original stipulation. 
4) The Contracting Parties have agreed that any disputes arising from this contract shall be decided upon solely by a competent court of law in the Czech Republic; the seat of the court shall correspond to the seat of the Buyer.
5) The Contracting Parties hereby declare that they have read this contract and that they agree with its wording, as it expresses their true will free of error. The Parties furthermore declare that this contract is not being entered into under duress or under conspicuously unfavourable conditions, in witness of which they join their electronic signatures below. 
6) The Seller hereby understands that the contract for the performance of this public procurement is subject to obligatory publication as per Act 340/2015 Coll. and that it shall be published by the Buyer as per that act. 
7) This contract becomes valid on the day of signature by the last of the Contracting Parties. This contract becomes effective on the day of publication in the contract registry under Act 340/2015 Coll., only upon publication in the contract registry.
8) Should this contract fail to be published by the Buyer within one (1) month from its signature under the provisions of Section 5, Act 340/2015 Coll., the Seller shall have the obligation to publish the contract within three (3) months from its signature, as stipulated by Section 5, Act 340/2015 Coll.
